You know, that’s not too different from our walk with Jesus. There’s something incredible we
want to see come of our faith, something we believe Jesus wants to give to us and, through us,
to the world: the love of God. That’s the fruit we are called to bear as followers of Jesus, after
all, and it’s the fruit that actually makes an impact in the world around us by nourishing hearts,
minds, and souls. But to bear that fruit, we need to grow as healthy followers of Jesus, and that
depends a lot — not completely, but a lot — on where we plant ourselves.

Sometimes, we plant ourselves in spaces or by sources of nourishment that don’t nurture our
connection to God and God’s Spirit. We can be discipled - the biblical word for nurtured into
a way of life — by all sorts of people and sources of influence: media, family, culture, politics,
and so much more. We can also be discipled by the things of God — Jesus, the Bible, the
fellowship of faith.

The prophet Jeremiah reminds us to attend to where we are planted, because the sources of
nourishment for our body, mind, and soul matter. How can we bear the fruit of the kingdom if
the word of God and faithful discipleship to Jesus are not a big part of what enters our lives?
How can we thrive in the kingdom life if we are not planted deep in the loving way of Christ?
We can't.

This summer, as we watch the gardens around us grow, let us also plant ourselves by the wa-
ter of the way of Jesus Christ, so that the fruit of the Spirit can grow and thrive within us and,
through us, in our community.
