beyond. In more recent years, that central role of faith had disappeared; what replaced it? The studies
show political polarization and individualistic consumerism - with the result that our culture has
become more divided and people more isolated from one another.

My takeaway from all of this is simple: what we put at the center of our lives matters. If it is life-giving
| and loving, that affects every part of our lives - every relationship, every transaction, every calendar

| decision, every conversation. But if what we have at the center of our lives is divisive or competitive or
| judgmental or selfish - well, then that will affect every other relationship, decision, and perspective, too.

| For the follower of Jesus, the choice for what is at the center is, or at least should be, simple. Jesus

‘ himself says, “I am the way and the truth and the life.” (John 14:6) Paul points to Jesus as the model
when he tells his friends, “You are to imitate me, just as I imitate Christ.” (1 Cor. 11:1) And an early
Christian hymn proclaims, “The Son is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn over all creation.
For in him all things were created...and in him all things hold together.” (Col. 1:15-16, 17) Or, as
Catholic theologian Hans Kung says, Jesus Christ is the center of Christian faith and, thus, the center of

the life of the Christian.

It is good for us, then, to think about the question often: what is at the center of my life? Is it life-giving
and loving, or is it divisive, isolating, or even destructive? As followers of Jesus, we should strive to
make the answer to that question, “The center of my life is Jesus Christ.” When we can honestly say
that, our lives will reflect it in our actions being loving, our perspective being unselfish, and our

decisions being consistent with the way of Jesus.
